
Barnet has adopted the definition of a
racial incident given in the Stephen
Lawrence inquiry report.

Any incident which is perceived
to be racist by the victim or any
other person.

Racial harassment can come in many
different forms and can include physical or
verbal threats. It could be aimed at anyone.

Racial harassment is a crime.
Report it! 

Action to stop racial crimes from occurring
is reduced if incidents go unreported.

Even if you do not want action taken it is
still important that you report all racial
incidents that you may have witnessed or
been involved in. 

● Try to remember as much detail as you
can about the offender.

● Take names, addresses and telephone
numbers of any witnesses

● Write down what happened - 
try to remember the words and body
language used.

What should you do?
● If the incident is happening NOW dial

999 and ask for the Police or ask
someone else to ring for you

● If the incident has happened recently,
report it to us on (020) 8359 6003

The action taken will depend on what you
want. For example, if you would like further
action to be taken then we will ensure that
your complaint is referred to the relevant
agency for further investigation.

If you don’t want any further action taken
but just want the incident logged then we
will do just that.

How can we help you?
Barnet’s Multi-Agency Racial Harassment
Group is made up of Barnet Council, the
Metropolitan Police and other local
organisations. 

The group exists to challenge and stop
racial harassment by ensuring that
partners 
● Support victims

● Investigate and monitor incidents

● Prosecute offenders

● Take action

Action that could be taken might include
● Evicting offenders from

accommodation provided by either the
Local Authority or by a Registered
Social Landlord (Housing Association).

● Removing racist graffiti within 24hours
● Applying for Antisocial Behaviour

Orders
● information and awareness raising

campaigns in schools and the local
community.

Not happy reporting a crime at
a police station?
There are other places that you can
report racial Incidents. This is known as
Third party reporting. You do not have to
be a victim to report a racial crime. It may
be something that you witnessed or
heard about.

When you report a crime through a third
party reporting site you can remain
anonymous. 

All of the Council’s Housing Offices are
third party reporting sites and the Council
is working towards making all libraries
and leisure centres reporting sites. Sites
also exist within Barnet’s different
community organisations.
