n 22nd December 2008 Barnet
O Council’s Planning & Environment

Committee voted unanimously in
favour of our proposals for the first new
homes as part of the West Hendon
regeneration programme. The committee
approved details of landscaping, siting of
the buildings, design and appearance of
the 186 homes, including 181 flats and 5
terrace houses on the site of Rosemead
and 1-5 Warner Close.

Barratt Metropolitan and the Council have
been in discussions with the Homes &
Communities Agency over the need to
provide funding before the regeneration
can start with this first phase. We expect a
decision on this by the end of February,
and are hopeful that we will be successful.

As work progresses from Marsh Drive

to Marriotts Close, some car park areas will need to be used by the work
teams. We will communicate with residents in advance about any needs and apologise in

advance for any inconvenience. We are very pleased with the workmanship being delivered.
All teams are working diligently to complete the programme on time and within budget.

The programme to manage the overhaul and upgrade of communal electrics and lighting
across the estate has now begun after a bit of delay waiting for the appropriate parts to
be delivered to our contractors. This programme includes upgrading existing lights and
adding emergency lighting for improved visibility and security at Warner Close, Tyrrel Way,
Marriotts Close, and Marsh Drive. We expect this work to be completed by the end of
March 2009.

Franklin House will benefit in the near future from an internal communal decorations
programme. The walls and ceilings on several floors will be painted with a fire retardant,
anti-graffiti paint system to combat anti-social behaviour in the block. In addition, the
ground floor lobby flooring is scheduled to be replaced.
