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	Welcome, Apologies and Introductions
Mahmuda welcomed everyone to the meeting.  

Hannah told everyone about the people who had apologised that they couldn’t be there today.
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	Workshop: Care Act

Alan Mordue, Care Act Project Manager did a presentation to everyone on the changes the care act would be making.

He told everyone about the 9 Rules of how we must treat people.

He told everyone about how the government had made a change to the eligibility criteria but that it was expected that this would not make a big difference to the people who receive care as it was expected that everyone who currently received care will still receive care. 

He told everyone about that we must provide people who need it with advocacy services and how this will be provided in Barnet
He also told everyone about what the Care Act says we must do to make sure everyone has information and advice and how this will be provided in Barnet.

Everyone split into 4 groups and 2 groups looked at Advocacy and 2 groups looked at Information and Advice. 

The groups wrote down what good services would look like in Barnet. The notes from the workshop can be found in the appendix at the end of the minutes.


	BUSINESS MEETING
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	Learning Disabilities Parliament Update
Lizzie gave the Parliament Report

· Brent Cross Disability Access Forum have not met due to a delay in the planning application

· The Parliament has discussed the consultation on Barnet’s Library Service and has sent the members views to Barnet Council

· In April the Parliament will be talking about the election and hopes to invite some people to speak about this.
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	Sub Group Updates
Carers -Ray Booth, Chair of the carers sub group told everyone about a new Parent carers group that had been set up and that Ray was looking at how they can make sure they can be involved with the work of the Partnership Board.
Ray told everyone that the sub group had been looking at how the care act will affect carers and that it would mean that carers have a new right to assessment.

Ray explained the sub group had contributed to the self-assessment framework form as they had not been happy and had scored red on the carers satisfaction question and also on the question about people with learning disabilities being treated with dignity and respect.

There had recently been some training for carers however this had not been well attended. People made some suggestions about things that may help including ensuring that meetings were held all around the borough.

Health – Molly Rayment, Health Sub group Chair introduced Tamara Mcnamara who is the new acute liaison nurse for Barnet and Chase Farm hospitals
Some work will be taking place with Tamara around how people who have a learning disability can be identified quickly when using hospital services. One suggestion is that if you do not want your name to be flagged then you would need to opt out.

Some work has now started on end of life planning and there has been continued work with GP to ensure the templates that were designed are working.
Molly advised that this would be her last partnership board as she would be retiring and the board thanked her for all of her hard work.

	Self Assessment Framework – Board Sign Off
Perpetua Kamwendo and Sue Tomlin, Joint Commissioning Unit, introduced the self-assessment framework that had now been completed.

It was explained that the questions were rated green for good, amber for needs more work and red for not doing very well.

Some of the questions were rated by the council with the evidence we have. Some were rated by carers and some will be rated by the data collected by Public Health England.
The board was told what areas had scored what colours

Some of the areas were rated red because it was difficult to collect the data needed. Work was starting already to make sure that this does not happen next year.
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	Personal Health Budgets
Ray Booth, Mencap and Carers Sub Group Chair and Steyn Crous, Healthwatch introduced some work that is happening around Personal Health Budgets.

They told them about what these budgets are and how they are doing a piece of work to see how they may be used in Barnet.
At first only a few families will be offered the Personal Health Budgets and then they will see what worked well and what needs to be improved.

There will be a working group set up to make sure that the work goes well and Ray advised that if members of the board want to be a part of this then they should contact him.
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	Health and Wellbeing Boards Forward Work Plan: Obesity
It was highlighted that the health and wellbeing board would be looking at Obesity in the future and it was important that the board were able to feed in what was important to them about tackling obesity.
The board came up with suggestions including:

· GP’s need to highlight people with learning disabilities

· GP’s need to look at more creative ways to help people lose weight.

· Information needs to be in easy read format
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	Services for People aged 0-25
Kirk Chamberlain came to the meeting to tell the board about the work that is currently taking place
The work wants to make sure that lots of things don’t change in someone’s life all at once and so a service is looking at being provided that stays with people until they are 25.

Lots of the details have not been worked out yet and there will be lots of opportunity to feedback on the plans including a representative to be a partner in developing the service.
Some of the points raised by the board included:

· Speech and Language Therapists, Nurses and OT’s should be an essential part of the team

· The service will need to ensure that it is able to stop working with people as though they are children post 18

· Concerns that this may be moving the changes from 18 to 25 but not managing them effectively.

· There should be a mechanism to partner up people who have been through transitional services with people who are going through it.

· 6 weeks is not long enough for a consultation
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	Review of actions from draft minutes

Appendix 1

Care Act Workshop
Information and Advice – What is a good Service?
· Answering the phone quickly

· Making options to choose clear

· A directory of Information and Numbers

· Keeping Information and Telephone numbers up to date

· Options to drop in and have face to face support

· Having support for people with learning disability

· Using community navigators – People who can gather and link together information

· Well trained people to provide the right information

· Using a variety of methods to make information and advice accessible
· Using a variety of community venues to access information and advice
· Support to get specific and individual information and advice not just general options
· Clear publication of when and how information and advice can be received

· Ensure that people have a clear understanding on how to communicate with people with Learning Disabilities
· Monitor the outcomes of people looking for information and advice and how satisfied they are

· Use existing community groups to share information

· Use health settings such as Hospitals and GP surgery

Advocacy – What is a good service?

· Advocacy should be run by people who have personal experience for example people with Learning Disabilities

· Should have knowledge of the wide range of issues that affect people with learning disabilities

· Use simple language and no jargon

· Needs to have knowledge of the law and understanding peoples rights

· Can work on a long term basis with people

· Not to have a long waiting list

· Be able to use the same advocate who already knows you

· To be able to drop in

· Needs to be responsive as cannot always plan when you may need the service

· Should be able to also offer information and advice

· Experience of working with people with a learning disability

· Advocacy must be well promoted

· People should be told what to expect from the service

· To support campaigns for people with Learning Disabilities such as changing places and Mencaps getting it right
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
