	Welcome, apologies and introductions

	Update on Carers Strategy and Carers support services.

AN  introduced the paper which has come out of the Carers Strategy Partnership Board. He advised that they were currently reviewing the Carers strategy moving towards 2015/2016, which will include setting up a working group which will be focusing on the implications of the care act on the carers strategy and services. Other areas of update were the Work with Children’s Services, Carers Forum, Carers Training and the Mental Health Carers Experience Strategy.

There was a question if the carers support would be brought in house and the board were advised that this was outside the remit of the current work. AN was requested to think about ensuring there were other options for engagement aside from Online, and also requested that within distributed information that there was links to the relevant people overseeing the projects.

	Health and Social Care Integration

KS Presented an overview of the new 5 tier proposal for the Integration of health and social care. She advised the board that there had now been the creation of a health and wellbeing board who have made an agreement of their purpose and direction. KS highlighted that the aim of the 5 tier system is to focus of prevention and ensure better outcomes and the best value for money. KS also highlighted the work that would aim to highlight those of the most risk of use of multiple services and enable them to be supported in a more integrated and effective manner.

The board separated into three workshop groups to discuss  the first 4 tiers and how they saw this working in practice. (Appendix 1)

It was identified at the end of the session that it had been useful but there was not enough time to fully engage and it would be helpful to complete more of this in a separate meeting.

	Briefing on Universal Deferred Payments 

GJ advised that a consultation period around the proposed plans for delivering deferred payments in Barnet had now been opened to gather public views. He advised that as part of the Care Act this would become a compulsory scheme for every council. He stated exact charges would not be known but that the intention would be to deliver the scheme so that it only covered its own costs and did not bring revenue into the council.

There were questions around the difference between equity release schemes and this and it was agreed that there were similarities but highlighted that this would be offered on a not for profit basis.

It was agreed that there were examples of how this works in practice in the consultation documentation and that these would also be carried through into the information literature.

	Consultation on Community Safety Strategy

RR advised the board that the community safety unit were currently running a consultation on developing the Safer Communities strategy over the next three years. He advised that the consultation would be closing the following week and that there had been a distribution of paper copies during the meeting. RR presented some data on crime within the borough

There was a brief discussion regarding information about the street lights being turned off and the impact this would have on safety. It was thought by the board that this was not actually happening and had been ruled out as an option.

There was a request for further information on the burglary statistics presented and that these could be presented on a ward by ward basis as there was a difference of information being given out within the community.
